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Production Notes

Written by Neil Simon, The Good Doctor is a series of short plays based on
the work of Russian writer Anton Chekhov. While the two authors have very
different comedic styles - Simon is known for his wit while Chekhov is
famous for his satire — The Good Doctor successfully blends the talents of
each, to hilarious effect.

OVERVIEW | Simon’s work frames the short plays by introducing a “Writer” character
who appears at points throughout. This character, who suffers from writer’s
block, is a thinly veiled version of Chekhov himself.

The original Broadway production of The Good Doctor opened in 1973 and
enjoyed a lengthy run. It was nominated for five Tony Awards, ultimately
winning the award for Featured Actress in a Play.
